Luke 7:1-10

'"When Jesus had finished saying all this to the people who were listening,
he entered Capernaum. 2 There a centurion’s servant, whom his master
valued highly, was sick and about to die. * The centurion heard of Jesus
and sent some elders of the Jews to him, asking him to come and heal

his servant. * When they came to Jesus, they pleaded earnestly with him,
“This man deserves to have you do this, ° because he loves our nation

and has built our synagogue.” ® So Jesus went with them. He was not far
from the house when the centurion sent friends to say to him: “Lord, don't
trouble yourself, for | do not deserve to have you come under my roof.

37 A woman in that
town who lived a sinful life learned that Jesus was eating at the Pharisee’s
house, so she came there with an alabaster jar of perfume. *® As she stood
behind him at his feet weeping, she began to wet his feet with her tears.
Then she wiped them with her hair, kissed them and poured perfume

on them. 3? When the Pharisee who had invited him saw this, he said to
himself, “If this man were a prophet, he would know who is touching him
and what kind of woman she is—that she is a sinner.” *° Jesus answered
him, “Simon, | have something to tell you.” “Tell me, teacher,” he said.
““Two people owed money to a certain moneylender. One owed him
five hundred denarii, and the other fifty. 4> Neither of them had the money
to pay him back, so he forgave the debts of both. Now which of them

will love him more?” #3 Simon replied, “I suppose the one who had the

bigger debt forgiven.” “You have judged correctly,” Jesus said.  Then he
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turned toward the woman and said to Simon, “Do you see this woman? |
came into your house. You did not give me any water for my feet, but she
wet my feet with her tears and wiped them with her hair. 4 You did not
give me a kiss, but this woman, from the time | entered, has not stopped
kissing my feet. *¢ You did not put oil on my head, but she has poured
perfume on my feet. ¥ Therefore, | tell you, her many sins have been
forgiven—as her great love has shown. But whoever has been forgiven
little loves little.” * Then Jesus said to her, “Your sins are forgiven.” * The
other guests began to say among themselves, “Who is this who even
forgives sins?” % Jesus said to the woman, “Your faith has saved you; go in

peace.”

'® Once when Jesus was praying in private and his disciples were with
him, he asked them, "Who do the crowds say | am?” 'Y They replied,
“Some say John the Baptist; others say Elijah; and still others, that one of
the prophets of long ago has come back to life.” 20 “But what about you?”
he asked. "Who do you say | am?” Peter answered, “God'’s Messiah.”

21 Jesus strictly warned them not to tell this to anyone. 22 And he said, “The
Son of Man must suffer many things and be rejected by the elders, the
chief priests and the teachers of the law, and he must be killed and on the
third day be raised to life.”

32 Two other men, both criminals, were also led out with him to be
executed. ** When they came to the place called the Skull, they crucified
him there, along with the criminals—one on his right, the other on his left.

But
this man has done nothing wrong.” 2 Then he said, "Jesus, remember me
when you come into your kingdom.” #* Jesus answered him, “Truly | tell

you, today you will be with me in paradise.”

3¢ While they were still talking about this, Jesus himself stood among
them and said to them, “Peace be with you.” ¥ They were startled and
frightened, thinking they saw a ghost.
